We are asking that you trade a total of 30 strips (approx 2 … yards of fabric with strips cut WOF � Width Of Fabric).   
 
Some tips before turning in your fabric:  Please don�t wrap them into a roll.  We�ll take care of that for you.  Please have the right 
side of the fabric out.  With some fabrics it is difficult to tell.  Please be sure to cut your strips straight.  If you need any tips on cut-
ting, give us a call.
