2%o0 Jelly Roll Strips & 10 Layer Cake Plate

We are asking that you trade a total of 30 strips (approx 2 ... yards of fabric with strips cut WOF Wi dth Of Fabric).

Some tips before turning in your fabric: Please dont wrap them into a roll. We Il take care of that for you. Please have the right
side of the fabric out. With some fabrics it is difficult to tell. Please be sure to cut your strips straight. If you need any tips on cut-
ting, give us a call.

Fabric requirements: 2 %o strips is 2 %o yards for 30 strips.
10 cake plate is 2 yards for 28 squares

Every other exchange will alternate between strips and squares, so PLEASE pay attention to each month for the ap-
propriate requirements.
